
The Parking Permit Program provides access to designated parking
spaces in lots across the province, for individuals who have difficulty
walking more than 50 meters.  

Parking permits are available to individuals who require the full-time use
of a mobility aid such as a wheelchair, walker, cane or crutches.
Temporary Permits are also available for individuals who are experiencing
temporary mobility challenges. Documentation from a health care
professional is required in order to qualify for a Permit.
